Block of the Month

August 2013

(Make in July, bring to August meeting)
Choose two fabrics -- one print and one fabric that reads as a solid.  Cut an 8½" square from each fabric.  Lay the two squares right sides together.  On opposite corners mark (or pin) 2" from the edge of the fabric on the seam line.  Sew the two squares together as indicated by the diagram below (fig. a.).
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Using rotary cutter, cut diagonally cutting through the sewn corners (fig. b).
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**For the next step it is important that you use either a turntable type cutting board or a smaller cutting board that you can rotate.  You will be making 2 cuts without picking up any of the pieces in between cuts.
Stack the two triangles on top of each other without flipping either of them over.  (The same fabric should be facing up, though you won't see the one underneath.)  Cut 2" away from one side of the stacked triangles (fig. c.).  Without picking up any of the pieces, cut 2" away from the other side of the stacked triangles. (fig. d.)

Press each of the seams (either to the dark side or open).
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
